COVID-19 Definitions
Our COVID-19 case count includes confirmed and probable cases.

Confirmed: 
- Meets confirmatory laboratory evidence: SARS-CoV-2 RNA in a clinical specimen using a 

molecular amplification detection test.
Probable: 
- Meets clinical criteria (symptoms) AND epidemiologic evidence (exposure) with no 

confirmatory laboratory testing performed for COVID-19.
- Meets presumptive (antigen, antibody) laboratory evidence AND either clinical criteria OR 

epidemiologic evidence.
- Meets vital records criteria with no confirmatory laboratory testing performed for COVID-19.

Active: Monitored by Public Health. Timeline varies, usually no more than 14 days. 

Closed: Discontinuation of isolation. No longer monitored by Public Health. 

Recovered: No standardized definition. Difficult to determine, but most assume an individual has returned to 
baseline health prior to COVID-19. Not tracked by Public Health.

Quarantine: Used to keep someone who might have been exposed to COVID-19 away from others to limit the 
disease spread. 

Isolation: Separate people infected with the virus (those who are sick with COVID-19 and those with no 

symptoms) from people who are not infected.

Getting the call

ü Depending on the amount of vaccine received, providers may offer smaller clinics on 
site at their location, or providers may pool allocated vaccine to offer a mass clinic

ü Providers then reach out to those on the waitlist to schedule appointments.  

ü You might receive a call from any provider in the collaborative. 

ü Your neighbor might get their vaccine at a pharmacy and you might get yours at a fire 
department, or hospital.

ü Your first and second appointments will be made at the same time and you will need to 
confirm your availability for both.

ü You will get whichever vaccine we have on hand.



Second doses FAQs
Å I got first dose at a different provider. Can I get my second dose 

from you?
No. We can only order enough second doses to cover the number of 
first doses that we gave, so if you got your first dose with another 
provider you will need to get your second dose from that same 
provider.
ÅWhen will I get my second dose?
If you received the Pfizer vaccine, your second dose appointment will 
be 3 weeks later. If you received the Modernavaccine, your second 
dose appointment will be 4 weeks later.
ÅWhat happens if I miss my second dose?
According to the CDC, the second dose may be administered up to 6 
weeks after the first dose. If the second dose is administered after 6 
weeks, there is no need to restart the series.
Å Can I mix vaccines (Pfizer and Moderna)?
No. Your second dose vaccine must be the same as your first dose. 
These vaccines are not interchangeable.
