Vaccine breakthrough occurs
when someone gets infected
with an organism they are fully
vaccinated against. For the
COVID-19 vaccine, this means
someone tests positive for
SARS-CoV-2 two weeks or more
after receiving the full series of
an authorized COVID-19
vaccine. Since millions of people
in the United States are getting
vaccinated, we expect to see
some breakthrough disease.

+ |nitially, most reported breakthrough cases occurred in adults 65 years of age and
older, who were prioritized for vaccination. As younger age groups became eligible
for vaccines, the distribution of breakthrough cases also changed to include younger

age groups.

* A higher percentage of women in Washington State have chosen to get vaccinated

than have men; therefare, more women are at risk for vaccine breakthrough than
men.

COVID-19 deaths among SARS-CoV-2 breakthrough cases in
Washington

Among breakthrough cases from this surveillance period 27 have died of COVID-related
illness.

e The age range of deceased cases was 48 - 97 years (median 86 years).
¢ Among the 27 deceased:

o 19 people were known to have one or more underlying conditions. Information
was not available for 8 of the people who died.

o 17 people were hospitalized, and 8 were not. Information was not available for
2 of the people who died.

o 12 were known to be associated with a long-term care facility. The remaining
15 people were either not associated with a long-term care facility or
information was not available regarding facilities.

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Eviction Moratorium Ending

Purpose: a temporary moratorium on evictions to reduce housing instability was introduced in
Washington State. The purpose, to enable residents to stay in their homes and promote public health
and safety by reducing the progression of COVID-19 across the State. This has meant:

A Landlords, property owners, and property managers are prohibited from seeking or enforcing judicial
eviction orders.

A Landlords, property owners, and property managers are prohibited from assessing late fees for the
non-payment or late payment of rent where such non-payment or late payment occurred on or after

February 29, 2020.

A Landlords, property owners, and property managers are prohibited from treating any unpaid rent or
other related charges as an enforceable debt or obligation that is owing or collectable, where non-
payment was as a result of the COVID-19 outbreak and occurred on or after February 29, 2020.

Unless the Governor issues an extension to this order, the Eviction Moratorium with end June 30th
which will remove these protections.
