WDFW announces 39 digs through December; 4 days of approved razor clam digs start Sept. 1

Final approval of tentatively scheduled openings depends on results of marine toxin tests. Digging is also continge
continued guidance by public health officials monitoring C@\MIh coastal communities.

Health agencies are asking people to:
